" It's not just for art ' s sake," she 
says, " It's resulted in the most 
nnovative outreach project, to reach 
oeople in the rural areas who you 
vo uld never bring into the galleries." 

Now the focus is on the future, she 
explains, and teaching youth to make 
he best of their talents, teaching them 
ousiness acumen, marketing, as well as 
:ieveloping artistic talent. Much 
emphasis has been placed, she says, on 
h e quality of the finished product. An 
example is the branching out into 
fashion, which she says is great for 
roth the students and for creating 
iwareness of South Africa "as a 
»and" . Talented students are taken on 
I kind of scholarship basis, their eraft 

or skill is encouraged and nurtured, 
and they are taught how to market it ,IS 

a business enterprise. 
Opportuniti es like these would have 

seemed out of reach for the Iikes of, 
say, David Poshoko, the fifth of nine 
children and born in Pretoria in 1945. 
As a boy he produced eleme ntary 
carvings from stumps of wood; later he 
would be among the art ists that 
exhibited at the embassies. Or take 
Eric Lubisi, born the youngest offive 
in a squatter camp outside Pretoria, 
who learnt his craft from charcoal 
drawings, frequently with a burnt stick 
and ash from a fire. Or Isaac Nkoana, 
one of 10children also born in extreme 
poverty, whose family also suffered 
forced removals, but who would 
nonethele ss become an accompl ished 
sculptor and noted for his woodcuts. 

Hc, too, exh ibited at thc embassies. 
The works of these men, among 

many others, form part of the Ifa l.cthu 
collection which will go on show. 

After the World Cup the exhibition 
will travel internationally, with an 
exhibition in Canberra provisionally 
slated for September 2011. In the 
meantime , though, if you arc travelling 
to the World Cup you can see it there 
- and Ifa Lethu students will be selling 
their arts and crafts at the World 
Heritage Market there. 

It' s quite a story, if you think about 
it, with a cast ofmany colours. It' s 
funny how things turn out. I knew a 
very wise Xhosa lady in South Africa 
who used to explain that "the world is 
round" . She meant, of course , that 
what goes around, comes around. And 
she's right.
